Spelling tips:
· Vowels are the letters ‘a’, ‘e’, ‘i’, ‘o’, ‘u’, all other letters are consonants.

· Vowels can make different sounds.  For example ‘a’ can have a short sound (‘a’ as in ‘tap’) or a long sound (‘a’ as in ‘tape’).  Where possible the word lists have an example for each vowel.
· A suffix is a letter or letters added to the end of a word to make another word.
· Nouns are naming words or things.

· Plural means more than one.

	For most nouns ending in ‘o’ (cargo): add ‘es’ to form the plural (cargoes).
